Fatal Footprint: The Global Human Impact of Cluster Munitions
Fatal Footprint is the first comprehensive study systematically analyzing the impact of cluster munitions on civilian populations through casualty data analysis.
General
1. Confirmed use of cluster munitions in 23 countries and areas that are not internationally recognized 
2. First widespread use of cluster munitions: Southeast Asia, most contaminated country in the world: Lao PDR

3. At least 360 million submunitions dropped (at least 33 million remain)
4. Cluster munitions used in Israel, Iraq and Lebanon in 2006
5. Failure rates are chronically higher than manufacturers’ estimates
6. Cluster submunitions with high failure rates knowingly used 

7. For 30 years, states failed to establish a legally binding instrument on cluster munitions
8. Military from user countries consider any post-cluster munitions strike environment a minefield
Data Collection 
9. Casualty data collection: not proactive, not detailed, lacking capacity 

10. Cluster submunitions casualties insufficiently differentiated from other explosive remnants of war casualties

11. Casualty data collection incomplete in all but four countries, no data collection in five countries
12. 91 percent of cluster submunitions casualties occur in countries with incomplete or no data collection
13. Casualty data during conflict largely unknown, collected partially in only three countries
14. Casualties vastly underreported in high-use locations: Afghanistan, Cambodia, Chechnya, Iraq Lao PDR, and Vietnam
15. Approximately ten percent of casualty data would seem to be available

Casualties and Analysis
16. Civilian casualties occur during strikes, in the emergency phase immediately after and in the post-conflict period

17. Confirmed and recorded casualties : 11,044 
18. Not included: extrapolations and estimated casualties totaling approximately 100,000
19. In parts of Southeast Asia, cluster submunitions are the cause of 50 percent of recorded casualties, in areas of Iraq they represent 75-80 percent

20. 98 percent of recorded casualties are civilian, 27 percent children
21. The majority of casualties occur while carrying out normal daily, livelihood activities in usual and accustomed places
22. 84 percent of casualties are male; 40 percent of male casualties are under 18
23. Immediate term and future socio-economic loss  in many affected countries where men are traditional bread-winners
24. Clearance of failed submunitions  posing a volatile and generational threat is only way to minimize casualties
Lessons Learnt
· Lesson 1: Data collection needs to be reinforced to get a better grasp of scope of the problem.
· Lesson 2: Cluster munitions cause disproportionate long-term civilian harm

· Lesson 3: Cluster submunitions casualties are young males at work

· Lesson 4: Immediate and comprehensive clearance reduces civilian casualties

Conclusion
Exactly how many cluster submunitions lie dormant no one can say

Exactly how many cluster submunitions casualties there are no on can say either

THEREFORE

A full reckoning of casualties from both submunitions strikes and subsequent contamination is likely impossible 

BUT

Cluster submunitions will continue to pose a lasting, non-discriminatory threat causing harm to civilian populations for generations, while the number of civilian casualties continues to grow daily.
